Dear friends,

The internationally acclaimed popular library movement, organized by P.N. Panicker taught
Malayalis to read and write. This movement was initiated at Ambalappuzha, Kerala on
September 14, 1945 which is now celebrating its 80th anniversary.

As a tribute to P.N. Panicker, the tall personality of the library movement, the Government of
Kerala Cabinet, under the leadership of Chief Minister E.K. Nayanar, announced June 19,
1995 as the Day of Reading and celebrated the same in all educational institutions of the state
to spread the message of Reading for Development to popularise and practice the slogan
“Vayichu Valaruka” preached and practiced by P.N. Panicker.

Shri. Narendra Modiji, Hon’ble Prime Minister of India visited Kerala and inaugurated the
22nd P.N. Panicker Reading Day Celebrations and made it as a national movement that
encompassed digital reading also. Now the movement has spread to all the 28 States and 8
Union Territories of the country and 9 foreign countries. The dedicated work of the P.N.Panicker
Foundation, with the message of reading and development, could reach 400 million population
of the country.

The 30th anniversary of reading day celebrations will be organized during the year 2025 and
the 80th Reading celebrations will also be organized during these days.

A year-long programme has been planned in all the 737 district headquarters of the country
under the leadership of District Collectors.

National quiz, elocution, painting competitions, debates, poetry recitation etc. as well as 7370
development seminars will be organized throughout the country. 100 teachers and knowledge
workers will be honoured during this time with the P.N. Panicker Award.
